Manual & mathematical skills

To create a Miro-style work using geometrical figures

Explanatory card :

Use cardboard sheets and cut out the drawn figures. Choose the colour you want to use.

First, draw a 65 cm2  isoceles trapezium which is 10 cm high and its small base is 4 cm long.

Then using your compasses, draw a 5 cm radius circle.

Divide it into 4 equal parts using 2 perpendicular diameters

To make it work, use your Aristo set square and cut one part of it (¼ of the drawn circle) 

Draw a 40 cm perimeter rectangle

Use your compasses to draw 2 circles ( a 2 cm radius circle and a 6 cm diameter circle)

Finally, draw 2 round figures 

Gather the figures together so that they can represent a Miro-style figure

Stick them on the roll according to the model 

Think about a name for your creation

And here it is, you've created a work in a Joan Miro style
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
